Criteria for Assistance from Community
Action Partnership of Mid-Nebraska
 
PAST DUE RENT OR UTILITIES:
-You must have a Late Rent Form or eviction notice
filled out by the landlord or a disconnect notice from
the utility company.
-You must meet income and other eligibility criteria.
 
1st MONTH’S RENT OR DEPOSIT ASSISTANCE:
- You must be homeless (not living with family):

-An eviction, domestic abuse or rent increase;
-Natural disaster, COVID19 Pandemic; or 
-Relocating to the area for a new job.

- Your rent should not exceed 35% of your gross
income and meet Fair Market Rent guidelines.
-You must be approved for the location by the
landlord or property manager before we can assist.
-You must meet income and other eligibility criteria.

Your community is working together to offer you tools to 
rebuild your housing foundation. We are helping agencies to 
give you a hand when you most need it. We believe you will 
work hard to build that foundation with these programs. 

HELP US  HELP  YOU
Rebuilding your housing foundation will take hard 
work on your behalf as well your communities’ helping 
agencies.  We encourage you to take one or two of the 
next steps to re-build your housing foundation. It is also 
important that you contact your landlord to attempt to 
reach an agreement of next steps.
Utilize these programs and service providers to create 
a short and long term goals. Know that emergency 
services have limited funding and some programs may 
only be able to help on one occasion. We want you to 
be successful, we encourage you to be an informed 
consumer of services in your community.
